Cookies are small text files that are placed on your computer by websites that you visit.
They are widely used in order to make websites work, or work more efficiently, as well as to
provide information to the owners of the site. The table below explains the cookies we may
use and why:

Cookie Purpose

Session cookies This cookie is used to remember a user’s choice about cookies.
Where users have previously indicated a preference, that user’s
preference will be stored in this cookie.

Marketing cookies These enable us to personalise the advertisements for you, and
gain insights into the campaign results. They are marked as
tracking cookies, so we ask your permission to place these.
